Director's Report for June 23, 2014

1. Give to Lincoln Day was held on May 29th.  $700.00 was donated off line and $727.54 was donated on line to Razoo Foundation.  This total does not reflect the matching percent from Lincoln Community Foundation.  The participating non-profits are invited to LCF Gardens on June 26th to celebrate and to receive our checks.  I am estimating that we will receive around $1500.00.  Last year we received $2580.00. 
2. We are now registered to receive donations from Amazon Smile every time you purchase something on Amazon.  Please spread the word to your friends and family about this great opportunity to give to Willard every time you shop.  Amazon did a special promotion for Father's Day and donated $5.00 for eligible purchases until June 15th.  Read below to find out how it works.  


How does my organization receive the donations?
Each quarter, the AmazonSmile Foundation makes donations to eligible charitable organizations by electronic funds transfer. Donations will be transferred approximately 45 days after the end of each calendar quarter. To account for Product returns, a portion of the quarterly donations will be withheld until the next donation cycle, subject to any reduction due to returns from prior quarters. See the AmazonSmile Participation Agreement for more details.

How does AmazonSmile work?
When first visiting AmazonSmile, customers are prompted to select a charitable organization from almost one million eligible organizations. In order to browse or shop at AmazonSmile, customers must first select a charitable organization. For eligible purchases at AmazonSmile, the AmazonSmile Foundation will donate 0.5% of the purchase price to the customer’s selected charitable organization.

What is the AmazonSmile Foundation?
The AmazonSmile Foundation is a 501(c)(3) private foundation created by Amazon to administer the AmazonSmile program. All donation amounts generated by the AmazonSmile program are remitted to the AmazonSmile Foundation. In turn, the AmazonSmile Foundation donates those amounts to the charitable organizations selected by our customers. Amazon pays all expenses of the AmazonSmile Foundation; they are not deducted from the donation amounts generated by purchases on AmazonSmile.
3. I received a Lancaster County Assessment Notice stating that our property's prior value was $205,200 and is now valued at $227,100.  I will apply for exempt status again this Fall.  
4. Our Summer Program is going well.  Sarah has again outdone herself preparing the building and staff for the long days of summer.  We have 115 registered for summer with a daily attendance of 80 to 90. There is never a dull moment in this place!

5. With all the crazy weather this Spring and the hail we have had with the storms I contacted our insurance company to come and look at our roof to see if we had any hail damage.  It was determined that the damages to the building did not exceed the policy deductible of $2500.00 therefore the claim will be closed without payment. Luckily the roof has not leaked recently but I just don't know how long that will last. 
6. The United Way Board of Directors has approved program funding allocations for continuation funding for fiscal year July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015.  The Teen Program will again receive $10,000 from the United Way Fund Allocation with no contingencies.  

7. In May the Girl Scout Troop #20300 pulled weeds, picked up trash and spread bark chips around the front of the building for a Community Service Project.  On June 2nd Boy Scout Troop #55 came and scraped and primed the outside doors, dug out the old yucca plants, pulled weeds, did general clean up and spread bark chips on the south side of the building.  Thank you to our wonderful scout groups for helping to keep Willard looking great.
